A Fixed Solution Secured On Dental Implants

What is a fixed solution secured on denfal implants@

Dental implants can be used to secure a fixed full mouth bridge
which is a non-removable solution that spans the gap between the
implants, providing a highly stable and natural result.

A dental implant is o small fitanium screw that is placed info the
jaw bone fo replace a missing footh roof, usually under local
anaesthetic. Titanium is used, as it is generally very compatible
with the human body, and bone bonds well fo it. To secure a fixed
solution, between 4 — 6 implants need to be placed fo give a
stable and longerm structure on to which the fixed bridge is
secured. Once healed (4 — 8 weeks), this artificial root acts as

a base for fixing a bridge and can lead fo a highly aesthetic,
longterm, functional result.

A Denture Secured On Dental Implants

What is a denture secured on dental implants2

Dental implants can be used to secure and provide additional
stability for a full upper or lower denture. An implant is a small
fitanium screw that is placed info the jaw bone fo replace a
missing footh root, usually under local anaesthetic. Titanium is used,
as it is generally very compatible with the human body, and bone
bonds well fo it. To secure a denture between 2 — 6 implants need
to be placed to give a stable and longterm structure on to which
the denture is fixed. Once healed (4 — 8 weeks), this artificial

roof acts as a base for fixing a denture and can lead to a highly
aesthefic, longterm, functional result.

Considerations:
e Treatment fime may be variable, depending on complexity of
the case

A Denture

What is a Denture@

A denture is a full or partial removable replacement for missing
teeth. It is made of acrylic, and sometimes metal, and can closely
resemble natural gum fissue and teeth. After footh removal, the
residual bone that is used to support the teeth will then shrink
away, as the body has no purpose for it, and this process can be
accelerated by dentures that rest on the gums.

Advantages:

e Gives the impression of having teeth
e Can aid eafing certain kinds of foods

°  Easy to look after

Considerations:

e less support and stability than secured options
*  Food can collect under the denture
°  May effect speech and eafing certain food

e Can be uncomfortable to wear
